need for 4 way stop sign at this time; Mark Jordan's property on Fairview has had
multiple code violations over years, circuit court judge imposing fines if not completed by
December 20th. Chief Sohl thanked the Commission for allowing him to work with the
Town of Belleair and to serve as Chief of Police.

TOWN MANAGER'S REPORT

Mr. Murphy requested Officer Doyle to provided further detail regarding Circuit Court
Judge.

Officer Doyle-Discussed court to be used for most extreme cases; non compliance
becomes a violation of a court order.

Mr. Murphy announced that Rick Doyle will be sworn in on November 20th as Police
Chief.
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Chief Sohl provided additional comment regarding Officer Joe Torch and commended
him for a job well done in recent capture of burglary suspect.

Mr. Murphy continued his report announcing employee of the month, Joe Miller;

for efforts with lighting; Pineland request does not appear to be needed, will coordinate
with residents to discuss at upcoming meeting; street lights are being converted to
LEDs; bluff cut completed; discussed upcoming holidays, questioned if commission
would like to close on Monday prior to Christmas.
