Sec. 2.10. - Commission appointments.

The commission shall appoint a town manager as provided under Article Il hereof, and a
town attorney or attorneys, who shall serve at the pleasure of the commission.

The commission may appoint by resolution such Advisory Boards or Ad-Hoc Committees as it
may deem necessary. Membership is to be composed of residents of the town who shall serve at
the pleasure of the commission.

An Advisory Board or Ad-Hoc Committee shall mean any group of citizens, so appointed,
whose authority, function, duties and jurisdiction are advisory in nature to the commission. Such
authority shall not include a final determination or adjudication of any personal or property rights,
duties or obligation.

The commission may establish by ordinance such Regulatory Boards as it may deem
necessary to fulfill the requirements of state law or of this Charter. Membership is to be composed
of residents of the town, unless otherwise provided for by state law. Members appointed by the
commission shall serve at the pleasure of the commission.

A Regulatory Board shall mean any group of citizens, so appointed or otherwise provided for,
whose powers, authority, function, duties and jurisdiction are clearly defined as established by
state law or this Charter.
